The role of the irrigation system in the
art of gardening

Abstract: Archetype usually implies to a pattern that
is considered as the first model. For recognition of
Persian garden archetype, and avoiding common
misunderstanding, it seems that a new hypothesis
can be brought up. In this regard meanwhile a critical
review of something that is assumed as the Persian
garden archetype, this model will be challenged
basically.
