The two elements of time and event had the most sig-
nificant role in the lighting of streets in the past time;
however these two elements are replaced by the two el-
ements of place and space in the present time. In fact,
lighting was used in honoring an event in the past, while
it is used for ornamenting special places lately.

“MANZAR?” journal has discussed “Lighting the City” as
“Tehran Beautification Organization” required. Therefore,
the magazine asked the experts of lighting how they inter-
pret lighting role’s transformation in celebrating a ritual or
an event or decorating specific places.

Most of answers demonstrated that lighting has not
transformed; however development of living zone and
people’s presence has lead to incidence of nightlife
which has signified the role of lighting at night. Mean-
while, technology and energy development has made
the lighting more diverse and consistent so that illumina-
tion for celebrations has been combined with permanent
lighting.

Precise incorporation of answers displays that trans-
forming of the time factor into place in lighting planning
which has made the role of citizens against the city more
important than the past was not mentioned by the re-
spondents. However, it cannot be denied that illumina-
tion for circumstances is a type of activity which empha-
sizes on the role and behavior of people while lighting
tries to demonstrate the physical body of the city free of
citizens’ beliefs and opinions.

llluminations and temporary lighting in ceremo-
nies are among effective methods of lighting and
the goal in this type of lighting is to display light
beautifully and stunningly. In the past, due to lack of
progress in lighting methods and equipments, the
lighting source was directly exposed and no con-
servative capsule was used which lead to a bright-
er and more attractive light. Since guiding light to
brighten facades is considered as the function of
light, fagade lighting did not develop in the past due
to lack of appropriate equipment. Evidently, archi-
tectural and urban development that has lead to
creation of beautiful urban spaces alongside tech-
nological development in lighting and improvement
in potentials of light sources have transformed light
into a tool for creating night spaces in recent years.
However, this approach does not undermine light-
ing in ceremonies and the possibility of combining
permanent and temporary lighting with the help of
modern equipments is assured.

In ancient Iran, beauty in Farabi’s opin-
ion is defined as “highest level of compliance
with the ultimate goal of a phenomenon”.

It is mentioned in Khajoo Bridge opening
ceremony in 1650 that: “the cressets light light-
ened the dark night alike a bright day, and the
the candles and lights were topped with a gold
in this celebration.

“Continuation of presence” in a religious cer-
emony and creating a sense of joy, excitement
and diversity in landscape on the other had
are the main goals of lighting in every time and
every language. In ancient times presenting a
presence of an event was the preliminary goal
and this goal has a redefined similarly at the
present time.

“Continuation of presence” can be applied in
people’s presence and in a “building” during 24
hours of a day.

Currently the subject of “light architecture”
is suggested. The light architects define the
design system of night presence and beatify
and shape them in order to provide and plan
a space for nightlife; either it is organized for a
religious or national ceremony or for presenting
a historic place or an architectural masterpiece.
