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Abstract

Today, sustainable tourism industry plays so important
role in economic and social development of countries that
economists consider it as an engine of development in
coastal areas. Developing of this industry in the world
needs management system efficiency, strengthening
infrastructures and improving the necessary capacity.
Noshahr city due to its particular geographical
conditions, beautiful beaches and the port and airport has
a great, potential to attract of foreign and domestic
tourists. Increasing of tourism in this region, with
inadequate planning and weaknesses of infrastructures
and tourism management has negative environmental,
social and economic effects. Therefore, this study is
trying to recognize the role of management in tourism
development of Noshahr and providing appropriate
solutions for sustainable development of tourism in the
city. This is a field research based on a cross-sectional
method. The statistical community is the residents of
Noshahr with 42,175 people. Of these, 350 people has
been selected according to Morgan. In this study, the
statistical test the Spearman correlation coefficient is used
in spss software. The results indicate a meaningful and
positive correlation among the characteristics of city
managers, changes of tourism facility growth and
sustainable development of tourism. They also show lack
of a meaningful relationship between changes of coastal
landsUisages and sustainable development of tourism. In
addition, these findings indicate a positive and meaningful
correlation among the variables coastal planning,
coordination of tourism-related organizations,
employment opportunities, development of retail services
and necessary infrastructures, building campaigns,
organizing rental houses, notification, seasonal
inspections and continuous monitoring of the sustainable
development of urban tourism.
