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The Targt Keywords Distribution and Continuity in the Writing
and Reading Textbook of Second Grade
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Abstract: The present study aims to
investigate the manner of distribution of
the keywords in reading and writing
textbooks of second grade. This study is
conducted within a descriptive and
quantitative framework. The results of
this study showed that the distribution of
the target keywords does not follow a
logical pattern. According to the results,
the average frequencies of these words
were 28.75% for lessens 1-4, 27.52% for
lessons 9-12 (reduction of one keyword),
50.75% for last four lessons (including
23 added keywords). In addition, from
604 target words used in this book. No
consistency value was obtained for
8.04% of the words and 53.31% of the
words were only repeated 1 to 4 times
and the remaining words were repeated
more than 4 times. The consistency
values of the target words indicated that
only 30 words appeared 4.99% in the
book and %45.35 of the words (274
words) merely appeared between 0.01-
0.09 times.
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
