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Abstract
Recreational tourism is a sport consisting of sports and sports, and it is very popular. Today, recreational
sports tourism has become more than an industry, a socio-economic phenomenon in the world, and it can be
seen as a "metropolis"” of all kinds of sports and recreational tourism. Therefore, the present study examines the
development of entrepreneurship with emphasis on recreational sports tourism in the context of urban
management. The present research has been descriptive-analytical in terms of applied and developmental
purpose, in terms of research method. In order to collect information, a questionnaire was used and to assess the
validity of the questionnaire, face validity and content were used. The sample size of the study was 108 people
and the questionnaire was randomly distributed among the statistical sample. In order to determine the validity
and reliability of the questionnaire in this research, the content validity method has been used. Also, the
reliability of the measuring instrument was equal to 93 / Cronbach's alpha. The results showed that out of 10
political and governmental indicators and 10 environmental and physical indicators of entrepreneurship in the
development of sports tourism, 6 indicators have a significant level, and on the other hand, out of 10 economic
and social indicators, 3 indicators have a significant level. , And out of 6 cultural and indigenous indicators of
entrepreneurship in the development of sports tourism, 1 index has a significant level.

Introduction:

Entrepreneurship is the process of creating and achieving opportunities and pursuing them
regardless of the resources that are currently available. Competitiveness is a tool for achieving
optimal economic growth and sustainable development in countries, and if entrepreneurs are in the
right environment, it will improve their competitive performance (Baghersad et al; 2019: 525). Studies
show that entrepreneurial actions in urban environments can be effective in improving urban
performance, so it has always been considered by city managers. The tourism industry is one of the
forces shaping our world today and it is often referred to as the key to economic growth of countries
(Hassangholipoor et al; 2017: 261). One of the main aspects of entrepreneurship is identifying and
exploiting opportunities to expand recreational and sports tourism in urban spaces. Trang (2018) in a
study shows that the tourism industry has a direct relationship with macroeconomic components and
can influence the macroeconomic development policies of the country (Agharkakoli et al; 2019: 79).
In fact, tourism can be a very useful stimulus for economic, social, political and cultural development.
Sustainable tourism exists today all over the world and is currently under the influence of different
motivations from developing regional, national and international travel institutions. Increasing
entrepreneurial processes in tourism and events in urban environments are creating diversity. New job
opportunities. Entrepreneurship development and growth are affected by a myriad of variables.

Methodology:

The present research has been done in terms of applied purpose, in terms of descriptive method
and in terms of correlation and data collection in the field and through a questionnaire. The statistical
population of this study is the managers of sports clubs, staff managers of the Physical Education
Organization, faculty members and PhD students in sports management and entrepreneurship
management. The sample size of the study was 108 people and the questionnaire was randomly
distributed among the statistical sample. To determine the validity and reliability of the questionnaire
in this study, the content validity method was used. The reliability of the measurement tool was equal
to / 93. Of the total sample size, 14.6% are in the age group under 25 years, 49.3% in the age group
between 25-50 years, 35.7% in the age group over 50 years. Gender and marital status of the sample
of the total sample surveyed constitute 11.9% female and 88.1% male statistical population

through recreational sports tourism leads to the promotion of entrepreneurial opportunities and
consequences (Dastoom & Savadi; 2017: 271).

Entrepreneurship and sports tourism in urban environments have
common goals, which include building bridges of understanding between different cultures, lifestyles
and traditions, increasing peace and friendship between nations, and motivating and encouraging
people to engage in fun and exciting activities to relieve stress. Are everyday life (Savadi et al; 2016:
203). Therefore, entrepreneurship in sports can be considered as a process of taking advantage of
opportunities in sports. Due to youth employment in this industry, countries struggling with
unemployment problems use tourism as a tool to address these problems (Nazari et al; 2017: 218).
Creating new jobs, innovating in sports products and services, and turning deficiencies into
employment opportunities or creating new job markets are issues that can be addressed in sports
entrepreneurship.  Socio-economic policies, policies, technology, government, culture and
globalization all combine to shape the environment in which sport operates (Taajnamin; 2015: 189).
