One of the 
heartwarming stories in Persian literature is the 
story of Bahram Gore's behavior in the seven 
military bodies, which is completely consistent 
with the three stages of self-knowledge and 
individuality in Pearson's psychology, which 
can be introduced as a model for eliminating 
the contradiction of contemporary human life. 

In this story, the hero (Bahram) prepares for 
a mythical journey with the guidance and 
evolution of archetypes (innocent, orphan, 
warrior, patron) and with the energy of 
archetypes (seeker, lover, destroyer, creator) in 
the utopia of the seven domes, his inner world. 
Explores and achieves true self, and in return, 
with the help of archetypes (ruler, sorcerer, 
sage, looter), transforms the realm of his 
kingdom and the outside world, and attains 
enlightenment and salvation 
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
