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Abstract

By giving a new definition of Aristotle’s guog and Wuyn Heidegger
criticizes science and scientism. Through these interpretations and
criticisms, we can infer his opinions about consciousness. Heidegger
translates guotg as “Being itself” and maintains that it is expressed by
popy that demonstrate a change in the spectrum. The popyr, indeed, is
the consciousness, which is also referred to as lived experience by
Heidegger. It has different layers namely behavioral-perceptional, social,
and pre-personal layers. He argues that by objectifying experiences,
science eliminates the non-objective aspect of lived experience. It is not
possible for science to study lived experience. Therefore, a science of the
consciousness about the nature of consciousness is not attainable;
because, consciousness is no longer consciousness when it becomes the
subject of scientific examination. Heidegger rents different terms to
interpret consciousness such as popy, truth, Adyog, and categories. He
argues that consciousness in all these terms includes a duality that its
relationship with an external affair is preserved. It appears that
consciousness, uotg and Being are intertwined in Heidegget’s viewpoint.
He emphasizes that consciousness is man or Dassin’s connection with the
external world and whatever inferred from this connection, including
science, is of second order.
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Introduction

Since the late 16th and early 17th centuries, the daily advancement of
empirical science has gradually affected all areas of human life and led to
positivism. Criticizing scientism, Martin Heidegger based his arguments
on a return to human life experiences and later pursued them in thought
about Being. In the course of the research, by examining Heidegger's
critiques of science, "guotc" is distinguished from "nature", investigated its
relation to the "Woyn", soul, consciousness and Being

Scientific deviation of Thought

Heidegger criticized scientism, which distorts our understanding of
ourselves and our relationships with beings. For him, in every social
context there are several layers of truth in which human relation with the
objects is defined as something more than merely empirical matters.
Science as a human activity and scientific objects exist only in the
framework of these activities, in research programs. Therefore, science is
not a principle for measuring all knowledge

Diog

According to Heidegger, @boic means Being itself to the Greeks, and
wherever a creature from ®uotg appeared, Pboig has already manifested
itself. He rejects the Latin translation of ®boig with the word "nature"
meaning "born". Because birth, instead of being a continuous thing, is
accompanied by a break in which new artifacts are formed from raw
materials. But what is similar to ®botg is found only where there is a popn
[form]. popn is a perfection that, while showing the latest popn, prevents
interruption.

Consciousness as Lived Experience

Heidegger saw consciousness as more than science, and used the term
Lived Experience in contrast to Husserl's meaning of consciousness,
which was influenced by scientism. In this sense, we are confronted First
of all with an intricate set of objects, their meanings and the relationship
between them in a whole called the universe. He states that science, by
being satisfied with the mentality resulting from experience, ignores the
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connection between the lived experience of each object and that object,
and therefore human understanding of that object becomes incomplete.

From Lived Experience to Being

Heidegger recognized the Lived Experience as vague and replaced the life
with Bing. In this direction, he also raised the deviation of the scientific

view. Objects in the "object as ..."

system are meant for Dasein and are
ready-to-hand. When Dasein looks at objects as a something present in
front of self, regardless of their instrumental aspect, the concept of
"Presence-at-hand" is formed, which is based more on abstraction from

lived experience, and science plays the greatest role in its formation.
Woyn: soul, Consciousness

Heidegger uses the word Wuyn to mean Consciousness. The popyn
explains Woyn's relation to the body: that which actualizes the body.
Rejecting the "representation theory", Heidegger states that AlnOevety
helps to receive the ultimate cause, or object as a tool. Heidegger states
Moyog does not mean speech, but has a special relation to ateOnotg. The
beings who are the source of contradictory behaviors are due to having a
kind of second-stage consciousness, and he claims that the same kind of
consciousness was important for Aristotle. Discussing the word A6yog, he
states that the categories are the main states of the special type of referring
to a realm of objects as tools.

Conclusion

For Heidegger, consciousness can be the basis for the study of nature, but
it itself cannot be the direct subject of such a study; because when
consciousness becomes the subject of the study of science, it is no longer
consciousness. Consciousness is irreducible; Heidegger relates
consciousness with popg to both the @boig and the Woyrn. He deals with
terms such as popyn, truth, Adyog, and category, all of which have a dual
meaning, including consciousness and feeling, or reality and truth, or
abstraction and tools.
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
