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The purpose of this study is to investigate the contexts of quasi-questioning
domination instead of questioning by quoting the philosophical hermeneutical
thought of Hans Georg Gadamer. The method of inferential analytical research is
qualitative research. The focus of Hans-Georg Gadamer's thought in The Truth and
Method is the event of understanding In Gadamer's view, methodical and predictable
understanding is an important challenge for questioning in its philosophical sense.
Because understanding is constantly occurring in the endless process, and in the
context of reflective interactions, without being affected by the control of the "I" or
the "thou". In fact, questions and understandings are intertwined and intertwined.
Understanding is not the ability to know or the power of perception, rather, it is the
abundant openness in the_world that makes Dasein enlightened, not in the sense that
another being has enlightened him, but in the sense that he himself is enlightened.
While educational systems are formed with the foundations of science (in the sense
of science), and ideology (with an unchangeable manifesto), because they claim to
understand the end of truth, thinking rests on science and ideology, and quasi-
questioning on fundamental questions.

This combination of
thinking and questioning makes questioning and answering one of the basic components of Socratic lessons
(Hahn, 1997).

In the thought of Hans-Georg Gadamer, "question” is the most central concept. And the interpretation is
always related to the question that was asked to the commentator. Therefore, it can be said that
understanding the text means understanding this question: a person who wants to understand must ask, what
is hidden behind what is said? Reconstruction of the question that the meaning of the text is understood as
the answer to, begins with the interpreter's questioning, and the text must be understood as an answer to a
real question (Gadamer, 1988: 33). Therefore, the process of understanding is a process of alternating
guestions and answers.

Methodology

The research method is an inferential analysis of the type of qualitative research. In the analysis part, after
explaining Gadamer's philosophical hermeneutic thought and explaining ideology, a brief description of
these two categories was tried. After this explanation, the implicit messages of this thought for the field of
education, especially, became the subject of questioning, inferring and implying and expressing.

Discussion

With this introduction, this research investigates the fields of quasi-questioning rather than questioning in
education with the inferential analytical method - based on philosophical hermeneutics. Gadamer deals with
the phenomenon of understanding in the book "Truth and Method". In his view, methodical and predictable
understanding is an important challenge for questioning in its philosophical sense. Because understanding
occurs in an endless, non-methodical process, and in the context of contemplative interactions, without
being influenced by the restraints of "I" or "THOU". In this thought, questioning and understanding are
intertwined. Understanding is not the ability to know or the power of perception, but rather the abundant
openness in the world of being that causes Dasein to be enlightened, not in the sense that another being has
enlightened him, but in the sense that he himself is enlightened.

Reflecting on the meaning of questioning in philosophy and especially in Gadamer's philosophical
hermeneutics, a question that does not occur in the process of reflective interaction and in the form of
fundamental questions is not true questioning. In fact, it is a transformative question. Transformation in the
basics, goals and methods; But in ideology, the question is to understand the thoughts of the dominant group
or the manifesto of that ideology. In fact, the questions serve to understand the meaning of the ideology
manifest. Ask to know what our manifesto is. But in philosophical hermeneutics, even a manifesto is
temporary because questioners are always there and manifestos and ideas are constantly being made. The
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positions of the questioner and the answerer change continuously. The question is the right of the parties
and transformative; so, if the questions are continuous, unbroken, interdisciplinary, deconstructive,
inhibiting, Breyer's position (me and you), generative, processual, reflective, interactive, simultaneous
impact and blur between the parties, inconsistent with the prediction, they are considered pseudo-questions
and not questions. Real.

Conclusion

In this context, the ultimate education happened is the transfer of the teacher's horizon
and content. Therefore, this transfer is not 100%, in the best case, the content is the same as the previous
content and the trainers are the same as the previous trainers, and this indicates the presence of quasi-
questioning in the educational system.
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
