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The aim of this article is to consider Hegel's unity, which is "the Unity of Identity
and Difference” Or to examine and explain the "unity of seemingly contradictory
features in a single coherent whole™ in the light of the main problem of Hegel's
philosophy, that is, the overcoming of divisions or dualities, as the solution of her
philosophy. Unity (Einheit) is an important ideal, goal and end for Hegel's
philosophical system. Hence, in his entire philosophical system and in different
periods of his intellectual life, the traces of the search for unity are always obvious,
from the beautiful artistic unity in Greece to his desired unity, which is a rational,
speculative, philosophical, absolute and Mediated unity. For him, the whole of
philosophy is nothing but the study of the definition of unity and its realization in
society. A unity that, instead of eliminating or absorbing another, tries to preserve
and eliminate pluralities and differences by accepting and recognizing another in a
single coherent whole. A unity in which differences and dualities do not disappear
but are preserved as necessary and inevitable moments. Unity that is not the result
of direct intuition but the product and result of passing through different stages and
an intersubjective matter. For Hegel, it is not atomism and excessive individualism
in the modern world that led to rupture, not mere mystical and abstract unions that
wipe out all differences, but the unity of the whole in which All distinctions are
preserved.
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Extended Abstract

By adopting the problem-oriented approach instead of the subject-oriented or language-oriented approaches,
this article sought to investigate and explain what is the main and main problem of Hegel's philosophy?
What was Hegel's solution and what are its unique features? The topic of the article, the general framework
of the article, abstract, introduction, titles, headlines and conclusion are designed and written to answer the
above questions. The most important finding of this research is that the main problem of Hegel's
philosophical system; It is the solution of dualities and dualities; On this basis, Hegel's special unity, i.e.

opposite characteristics in a single coherent whole") is considered as the solution of Hegel's philosophy and
as the ideal and goal of his philosophy. As we said, Hegel's philosophical system is an attempt to overcome
the divisions or dualities before him and his time; The dichotomy that existed in the culture and philosophies
before it in Greece and the Middle Ages or new philosophies in diverse and numerous forms (such as mind
and object or subject and object, reason and experience, reason and faith, man and God, reason and
revelation, freedom and necessity, determinism and discretion, substance and accidents , etc.) have been
produced and reproduced. According to Hegel, these dualities are the result of a reflective and
understanding-oriented view and approach; he considers reflective and understanding-oriented philosophies
to create duality. He considers the necessity of philosophy to overcome these divisions. It can be said that
Hegel's philosophy is an attempt to create unity between these philosophical and metaphysical gaps, an
attempt that starts with Kant, Fichte and Schelling also continue it, but the attempts that lead to failure
according to Hegel, often the unifying actions of the previous ones are insufficient because they are based
on the sense of And it is imagination and understanding, they are not more or earlier than the beautiful unity
of art, religion, mysticism, existence and imagination, and they are unable to create a concrete unity between
the opposites and sides of the duality. In Fichte and Schelling, it is intuitive and immediate, and in Kant it
is based on understanding and imagination. But Hegel's philosophy claims that the unity he is looking for is
based on reason (both negative or dialectical reason and positive or reflective reason), a concrete, absolute,
rational, philosophical and conceptual unity, with the mediation and result of a process and process. Long
of unity between opposites. Hegel considers the relationship between different aspects not dualistically but
dialectically, related to each other, not completely dependent and not completely independent) and as the
unity of opposites in the Identity difference or the unity of this Identity and this non-immediateness. For
Hegel, dialectic or negative reason is considered to be the mediator between understanding and positive
reason. Understanding is dualistic, it considers all objects as independent and unrelated, but dialectic seeks
to create a relationship between those opposite and different objects and at the same time proves their
incompleteness and interdependence, and finally, positive reasoning or positive reason seeks the concrete
unity of those opposite objects. It is absolute. A unity that tries to preserve and eliminate pluralities and
differences by accepting and recognizing the other in a single coherent whole instead of eliminating or
absorbing it. Hegel's special unity not only does not diminish the plurality, difference and the other, but tries
to maintain them in a single whole. A whole that is not like a melting pot but like a colorful salad. Therefore,
the unique feature of Hegelian unity, i.e. the unity of opposites or the unity of identity and otherness,
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questions the structure of the previous logics, i.e. the principle of identity and the principle of refusal of
contradiction, and presents a more democratic and pluralistic basis for managing the real and concrete world
and polyphonic societies. But these are issues that require more, better and more detailed research from
different angles.
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
