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Abstract

The question of the possibility of the value of truth and falsehood about moral propositions,
based on the type of answer to it, builds the discussion of cognitivism and non-cognitivism in the
philosophy of ethics. As a proponent of non-cognitivism, Richard Mervyn Hare, by proposing the
theory of prescriptivism, on the one hand denies the value of the truth and falsity of moral
propositions, and on the other hand, enumerates four conditions for the morality of propositions,
which are: prescriptivism, rationality, generalizability and principles. In contrast, cognitivists
who have criticized this view for decades try to challenge Hare's prescriptivism by using the
problem of thick moral concepts that make them feel influenced by the world. While skeptical of
the issue of thick moral concepts as a critique of prescriptivism, the authors considers it a
tendency towards a kind of relativism that is itself questionable. In addition, the authors believe
that Hare's theory has important Difficulties, such as the possibility of unnecessarily turning
predicative propositions into a comprehensive and prescriptive one, And the comprehensiveness
and non-obstruction of his proposed conditions for the morality of propositions are among them.
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
