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Introduction

Limited budget resources and economic
capacities of metropolitan area managements
to provide resources for major cultural,
technical and economic projects, as well as
increasing demands in various fields in various
development projects, have led metropolitan
area management to make every effort. Utilize
the active participation of the private sector
and create a suitable competitive environment
for their activities and generally decentralize
from  decision-making to  exploitation
management. These efforts are crystallized in
various methods such as public-private
partnerships and accelerate the process of
economic and social development. And
infrastructure. In this system of management
and administration, instead of the public sector
providing capital assets and providing public
services, it is the private sector that provides
and distributes the required assets through a
simple business that is financed and managed
through the private sector. Provides services to
the public and in return receives a fee for the
quality and quantity of services provided. In
this way, the private sector will be able to
provide a wide range of services in various
fields through the public-private partnership
contract during the contract period. The public
sector, while having optimal expertise, will be
able to provide efficient and effective services
by utilizing the resources and innovation of the
private sector. Public-private partnerships are
used in many fields and purposes, from
building physical infrastructure to providing
health, social and cultural services. The idea of
public-private partnerships is very attractive in
theory, but in practice, there are many
difficulties in implementing it, especially in
developing countries. Also, the
implementation of infrastructure projects is
associated with many risks for the government
and the private sector, none of which alone can
not accept it, so it is important to examine the
various  dimensions  of  public-private
partnership and the factors affecting its
successful  implementation, especially in
developing countries.

Methodology

This research is descriptive-analytical in terms
of method and nature and is in the category of
applied research in terms of research purpose.

In this research, the library and survey method
has been used. At this stage, the required data
were collected using a questionnaire technique
from the selected statistical population, after
classification and extraction, using the usual
statistical methods, were measured and
analyzed accurately scientifically. After
examining the factors affecting the public and
private participation logo through field data
collection (questionnaire and interview), it is
evaluated. The statistical population of this
research is 100 managers of organizations and
the private sector in Tehran Municipality. In
this research, a simple random sampling
method has been used to select the present
samples. In this method, the subjects are
randomly selected and everyone has a chance
to be selected. This study seeks to analyze the
factors affecting the implementation of the
public-private partnership model in the
metropolis of Tehran. Relationships between
variables were also analyzed in SPSS
software. To determine the validity of the
research questionnaire, several professors,
experts and thinkers were consulted and their
criticisms and suggestions were corrected in
the questionnaire.

Results and discussion

Public-private partnerships have been used as
dependent variables and the four criteria of
research (transparency, economic and legal,
structural and policy-making) have also been
used as independent or predictive variables.
Regression test shows that about 77.7% of the
variance of public-private partnership is
explained by the four research criteria and
22.3% is related to other criteria or variables.
Conclusion

The results show that among the 4 variables
whose effect on the ppp variable has been
studied, the monitoring variable has the lowest
value of statistics and because they are less
than the standard statistic value of 1.96, so the
effect of this last variable is significant. It does
not. But the other variables are significant and
have the highest statistical value.
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
