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Abstract

In the sacred books of Abrahamic religions, namely the Testaments and the Qur'an, central features are
attributed to God. These features make God identifiable to the audience and create an image of Him in the
mind. Each of these holy books has attributed characteristics to the God of their religion that has commonalities
and differences with other religions. These characteristics permeate all aspects of religion; therefore, they are
considered very important and fundamental and shape the atmosphere of any religion. Normally, one attribute
of God is of central importance in every religion among other attributes, and any other attribute is considered
a compliment or a ray of it. In this study, an attempt is made to obtain the central characteristics of God in the
three religions of Judaism, Christianity, and Islam through the verses of the Testaments and the Qur'an.
Knowing these central features helps us to better understand the specific path of each religion toward its
supreme destination and facilitates the dialogue between their followers. The three characteristics of spirit,
word, and light are of fundamental importance in these three religions, but each of these three plays a central
role in each religion.
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Introduction

There are obvious differences in the three Abrahamic religions in the presentation of the supreme and
‘unique’ God, which evokes the idea of a contradiction in the unity of these three Gods. In a more detailed
survey of the holy texts, we realize that we must necessarily attribute levels in the divine order and distinguish
between a God who is introduced in a personal way and a God who is indescribable and unnamable. What can
be seen in most of the statements of these three religions are descriptions of a personal God, which is closely
related to the cultural issues of the audience of that religion. It is obvious that cultural issues are subject to
historical, geographical, economic, human factors, etc. which are necessarily the cause of the difference and
heterogeneity of religions.

Materials and Methods

Our emphasis in this study is on the fundamental sacred texts of three religions, namely the Testaments
and the Qur'an. Our premise is to trust in their truth and divine authenticity without any distinction. It has been
tried to deal with the discussed issues with a comparative approach, etymology, and hermeneutics of texts and
words, as well as by using the phenomenology of the sacred texts.

Research Findings

The personal God in the Tanakh with the main title Yahweh has always been effective in the human and
ethnic events of the Israelites in the beginning of the book of Genesis. If we take a close look at these events,
we will realize that the natural symbol of the wind, which has the ability to reflect one of Jehovah's important
characteristics, that is, the great and invisible power, is frequently seen in these events. It should be known that
spirit and wind in the Hebrew language are from the same root and in fact the word ‘spirit” was chosen based
on this symbolism. One of the most fundamental verses in this case is the second verse of the Torah: "...and
the Spirit of God was upon the waters". The necessity of ethnic authority, sovereignty over destiny in the holy
land, fear of Yahweh, and strictness in the orders of the Law all correspond to God's absolute power.

In the New Testament, we encounter a different atmosphere from the Old Testament, that is, Creation, which
began in the Old Testament with the power of the spirit or wind, and with the word or Logos at the beginning
of the Gospel of John. Unique, savior, and praiseworthy God is a word that is in unity with the divine principle.
Accordingly, Christ is also the word of God, and the frequent phrase "You have been told... but | say..." is very
distinctive in the Tanakh and the Qur'an. Interestingly, the Qur'an also repeatedly emphasizes that Christ is
the word of God.

The emphasis on the word is the emphasis on the kingdom of God, who is the absolute ruler and creates
and organizes all things by command and decree, without suffering toil. A word or a command, like the wind,
is invisible compared to material things but contains power and wisdom, and in this sense, it is a symbol of
ability, creativity, and wisdom. As the omnipotent representative of God, the word of God who is Christ is the
inheritor of David, the mighty king of Israel and the king of the hereafter; therefore, it is stated in the Bible
that: "My kingdom is not of this world".

Discussion of Results and Conclusion

The Qur'an, which crystallizes a transcendent atmosphere, surprisingly and clearly describes God from an
analogical point of view and considers him to be the light. God and his main manifestations such as the Qur'an
(lighting book), the Messenger of Islam (lighting lamp), and faith (the light that guides the believers) are of
light. It should be mentioned that the Qur'an makes a clear distinction between Noor and Zia' and attributes
the former to the moon and the latter to the sun. Cool light (Noor) is more important than fiery light (Zia') in
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the Qur'an and is close to divinity. Light is a formless phenomenon, and compared to condensed forms, it is a
supra-formal issue. Light is the agent of knowledge and life, and this is why the Qur'an emphasizes the
importance of knowledge and mentions the organs of identification such as hearing, sight, thought, intellect,
and heart as well as science, knowledge, wisdom, certainty, etc. more than the other two religions' holy
scriptures.

Based on the mentioned dual levels in the divine domain, it is possible to distinguish negative and positive
attributes, which are basically referred to as the impersonal and personal levels, respectively. In general,
personal god has an immanent aspect, but due to his superiority over the creatures, he often takes on a
transcendent aspect towards the creatures.

The three important factors of spirit, word, and light are key and important factors in the three important
Abrahamic religions, but in each religion, one of these factors has been given more attention as the central
characteristic of a distinct God. Knowing this point, on the one hand, can help us to have a more accurate
estimate of the atmosphere governing each religion and to evaluate and organize the diverse elements of these
religions around the central factor, and on the other hand, a clearer logic for the dialogue between these
religions explain the causes of differences in the laws, beliefs, and personality of the God of each religion.
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
