The result of research
indicate that desired quality and the reading of image and landscape of city have direct
and significant effect on place belongness, investment flow, growth and quality of life.

Introduction

stablishes a reciprocal relationship with quality of life. According to Kevin Lynch urban morphologies are constantly
changing and adapting to the needs of societies but these changes can be upgrading or threatening. The task of urban
visual management is to identify the context of change, control the field of change and guide the desired process. In this
article, public interest is not considered in the conventional sense of city services and its equal distribution but also due
to visualization of urban representation structures, city landscape (townscape) and the quality of space in these structures
are public interests and goods.

Data and Method

This article has descriptive- analytical method that based on library evidence field observations. The statistical
population of the study district 2 of municipality of Shiraz which was randomly interviewed from 120 residents of the
streets of district 2.

Results and Discussion

This article seeks to discuss the significant relationship between the townscape- image of district 2 of Shiraz and quality
of life. Since both quality of life variable (function) and quality of image- townscape ( independent) were measured at
the distance level , Pearson correlation test was used measure their relations. This test shows strong and positive
correlation between independent variable of quality of image- townscape and the function variable of quality of life.

Conclusion

Each phenomenon that occurs in the space of city physically, carries a variety of non- physical consequences and broad
socio- economic consequences. The results of the research indicate that the desired quality and readability of the
townscape have a direct and significant effect on place belonging, investment and growth flow and quality of life. In
the district 2 of Shiraz municipality the chaos and disorder and lack of using art and culture in the image of houses and
buildings, indicate a parallel feature in the private sphere. in the general continuous of morphology of Shiraz , the image
of the streets and public and private spaces in the district 2 of Shiraz municipality , indicate from the confusion and
disorder caused by the situation of the marginal tissues in the district 2, shrinkage of service, educational, sanitary, sport
and green space, police and city and commercial facilities in this district.
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
