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Objectives: This study aims to examine some critical moments in the history of
the student movement during the second Pahlavi era to show how insisting on
maintaining the protest worldview and turning intransigence into a political
virtue can paradoxically provide room for reactionary forces to exploit
revolutionary radicalism. Methods: This research used documentary study and
Karl Marx's class analysis of the political forces active in France after the 1848
revolution. Results: In some critical moments, student protests, contrary to
expectations, instead of criticizing the ruling power and the dictatorship of the
court, unwittingly rushed to its aid and, in practice, became supporters of the
court and the king’s power. During the three prime ministerial periods of Ahmad
Qawam, Mohammad Mossadegh, and Ali Amini, politicians who had the ability to
revive the government’s power against the court came to power. However, the
student protests weakened the power of these governments, and the court was
able to remove these competitors from its way and establish its dictatorship more
than before. Conclusion: One of the traumatic dimensions of political culture in
contemporary Iran is the lack of attention to the tactical value of radicalism and
its transformation into a fixed and unchanging policy at some historical moments.

Keywords: Recognizing the patterns and choices that have led to the closure of society to
student movement, create an open political space should be subject to critical-historical reflection
radicalism, moderation, so that their repetition does not lead to the aggravation of political problems and
reaction, Pahlavi II. sufferings.
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1. Introduction

During the reign of Mohammad Reza
Pahlavi, the student movement has gone
through the most inflammatory days.
Student protests went on from the first
years of the 20s until the last days of the
Pahlavi regime and turned the university
into one of the dynamic centers of political
struggle. Idealistic students who protested
the state of the country and the way it was
run, aiming to put pressure on the
government and make changes in the
procedures, launched numerous protests
in these years to show their dissatisfaction
with the ruling political system. Although
these protests were launched to weaken
the oppressive system and the ruling
dictatorship, they did not always reach
their goal, and sometimes, contrary to
expectations, helped consolidate the
ruling power.

2. Method

This research was done using the method
of document study and Karl Marx's class
analysis of the political forces active in
France after the 1848 revolution. Although
Marx seeks to show the inherent
conservatism of the bourgeoisie in this
book, this historical analysis can be
examined from another angle. Suppose
one side of the coin of this situation is the
inability of the bourgeoisie to be loyal to its
ideals and give in to economic and political
conservatism. In that case, the other side
of this impasse is caused by the unwilling
cooperation and  collaboration  of
revolutionary and reactionary forces.
Although the emergence of the
bourgeoisie and the transition from
feudalism can be considered a step
forward, the political and social
achievements of this class will quickly
disappear with the emergence of

revolutionary demands and will be
replaced by a monopolistic political
system. In other words, contrary to
expectations, revolutionary demands
strengthen reactionary and regressive
tendencies. Because the bourgeoisie feels
threatened and seeks refuge in the same
classes it once tried to destroy to preserve
its minimum interests, one of the most
important considerations of
revolutionaries should be dedicated to
determining the time to propose
revolutionary demands in society. Even if
these demands are right, revolutionaries
should keep in mind that making these
demands at any point in time does not
necessarily have strategic value.

3. Results

The research findings indicate that in
some critical moments of history, student
protests, contrary to expectations, instead
of criticizing the ruling power and the
dictatorship of the court, unwittingly
rushed to its aid and, in practice, became
supporters of the court and the king's
power. During the three prime ministerial
periods of Ahmad Qawam, Mohammad
Mosaddegh, and Ali Amini, politicians who
had the ability to revive the government’s
power against the court came to power.
However, the student protests weakened
the power of these governments, and the
court was able to remove these
competitors from its way and establish its
dictatorship more than before. Of course,
the defeat of these governments was not
just a product of student protests; the
students'  political  choices  made
revolutionary radicalism serve political
reaction. The historical periods mentioned
in this study each have their
characteristics and conditions and cannot
be reduced to each other in any way, and
the purpose of putting these periods
together is not to assume them to be the
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same. However, repeating a pattern of
non-compromise and insisting on
unconditional political opposition in these
moments is a sign of one of the long-
lasting characteristics of contemporary
Iranian political culture. Opposing the
established power and not paying
attention to the tactical value of an alliance
with it, even though it was temporary,
caused the loss of many historical
opportunities, which resulted in the
imposition of exorbitant costs on society.

4. Conclusions

Contrary to their expectations, the
hostility of radical and revolutionary
political forces to any form of moderation
provided a suitable ground for the growth
of conservatism, reaction, and tyranny.
Therefore, for an autocratic faction that
has fallen into decline, the emergence of a
radical and revolutionary protest force is
the most blessed blessing that provides
the  possibility of reviving and
straightening it. In the contemporary
history of Iran, the transformation of
intransigence into an undeniable political
virtue has caused the neglect of alternative
possibilities and the loss of opportunities
to experience political openings. It seems
that one of the traumatic aspects of the

political culture in contemporary Iran is
the lack of attention to the tactical value of
radicalism and its transformation into a
fixed and unchanging policy at certain
historical moments. Recognizing the
patterns and choices that have led to the
closure of society to create an open
political space should be subject to
critical-historical reflection so that they
do not lead to the aggravation of political
problems and sufferings by repeating
them.
