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Abstract

Development in the contemporary world is based on the preservation of social and environ-
mental wealth with the aim of meeting the needs of the present without risking the facilities
and comfort of future generations. This attitude originated from the culture of sustainabili-
ty, which has formed the concept of sustainable development based on the three pillars of
economic, social, and environmental sustainability. Preserving cultural heritage plays an im-
portant role in sustainable development, because it not only helps preserve cultural identity,
strengthen nationalism, establish the link between generations, and give meaning to social
life, but also brings economic benefits to local communities. Great developmental projects, es-
pecially water resource management such as the construction of dams and water supply net-
works, if cultural heritage is neglected, it is considered a serious threat to this national wealth,
which can be neutralized largely with corporate social responsibility. This article examines the
importance of social responsibility with regard to water resource management projects for the
purpose of cultural heritage protection because the existing experiences show that this issue
is generally neglected in social studies related to these projects.
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Introduction
In recent years, the task of protecting cul-
tural heritage has been defined beyond
the authority of governmental organi-
zations and other actors. Undoubtedly,
as a cross-border joint responsibility, it
requires a coordinated and comprehen-
sive effort from all stakeholders (Dourou
& Toce, 2021; Araoz, 2011). Meanwhile,
corporate entities play an effective role
in preserving cultural heritage with nov-
el initiatives. Studies show that, in the
complex relationship between cultural
heritage and sustainable development,
the protection of heritage assets can
lead to wider socioeconomic benefits
(Murzyn-Kupisz, 2012; Starr, 2013; Nocca,
2017). Considering that the construction
of large dams can lead to the destruction,
damage, and incalculable losses to cul-
tural resources, from local communities
to the world heritage works, cultural her-
itage management must supervise these
matters, and reduce potential threats by
developing and implementing protection
standards and regulations. The loss of a
society’s cultural heritage causes insta-
bility, alienation, weakening of the sense
of security and integrity, and as a result,
disruption in the functioning of society
members and the education of future
generations, which incur long-term neg-
ative consequences. Therefore, according
to Article 27 of the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights, irreparable damage to
cultural resources of a society is consid-
ered a violation of human rights (Brandt
& Hassan, 2000; Drazewska, 2018).

This article examines the impor-
tance of social responsibility in the field
of cultural heritage protection, which is

practically impossible without the sus-
tainable culture in a society. Therefore,
first of all, it is necessary to examine the
culture of sustainability and the various
elements of sustainable development.
This general understanding can explain
the existing limitations in the country
and at the same time clarify the path of
development for sustainable culture. Our
main problem is the neglect of cultural
heritage preservation in social studies on
water resource management projects in
the country.

Culture of Sustainability and Sustain-
able Development

A truly sustainable society meets the
needs of the present without compro-
mising the capacity and well-being of fu-
ture generations. The practices of such a
society are in harmony with nature and
strive to maintain a balance in its social,
economic, and environmental consid-
erations while taking steps toward long-
term resilience and well-being for all its
members (Gladwin et al.,, 1995; Kuhlman
& Farrington, 2010). Such a society ini-
tiates development in sustainable ways
and this process is supported by citizens
who think and act according to the code
of conduct of a culture of sustainability
(Robin & Poon, 2009).

Sustainable development emphasiz-
es positive developments based on the
social, economic, and environmental
factors. The main themes of sustainable
development include economic growth,
environmental protection, and social eq-
uity (Taylor, 2016). Based on this, it can
be argued that the concept of sustainable
development is based on the three pillars
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of economic sustainability, social sus-
tainability, and environmental sustain-
ability (Mensah, 2019).

Discussion

Examining the target community in
terms of opportunities, threats, and
needs is the primary duty of all organiza-
tions and stakeholders related to humans
and the environment. To achieve the
goals, it is necessary to carry out all plan-
ning and executive activities from this
point of view and based on a broad and
logical evaluation of various socio-cul-
tural and environmental consequences.
Therefore, before any construction and
developmental measures, the prepara-
tion and implementation of comprehen-
sive social and environmental research
plans parallel to technical and econom-
ic study is of great importance, because
through this, it is possible to prevent the
occurrence of various threats and costs
or to reduce them significantly (Purvis et
al., 2019; Vanclay, 2003).

Cultural Heritage and Social Responsi-
bility

The cultural heritage of every nation, as
irreplaceable works, represents aspects
of genius and creativity and memories of
the creations of predecessors of that na-
tion over thousands of years. Identifying
and protecting these old works plays a
major role in shaping the cultural identi-
ty of nations (Avarzamani, 1999). Accord-
ing to Varjavand (1989), cultural heritage
is a sign of the history of a culture and a
nation, and the spirit of that society as-
sumes an eternal aspect in its existence.
Cultural heritage has important func-

tions for every society, which can be men-
tioned as follows: (1) Preserving cultural
identity, (2) Strengthening nationalism,
(3) Connecting generations, and (4) Giv-
ing meaning to social life (Panjepour et
al., 2015). Cultural heritage is like strong
glue can connect all parts and pillars of
society as well as past generations to the
future like a bridge.

The concept of corporate social re-
sponsibility is related to spiritual and
moral issues related to the company’s
decision-making and behavior. The dis-
cussion is about the responsibilities that
companies have concerning the social
effects of their activities. Corporate so-
cial responsibility is related to complex
issues such as environmental protection,
human resource management, health
and safety at work, relations with local
communities, and relations with suppli-
ers and consumers. Today’s dominant
concept of social responsibility suggests
that companies voluntarily integrate so-
cial and environmental concerns into
their operations and interactions with
stakeholders (Branco & Rodrigues, 2006).

The social responsibility of com-
panies, especially the management of
water resources, is very sensitive and im-
portant to cultural heritage due to huge
construction activities, destruction, and
extensive excavation. Cultural heritage,
both material and spiritual, in itself is a
part of the social structure of a society.
Therefore, any change in the structure
and context of society leaves sometimes
irreparable effects on the body of cultur-
al heritage. Water resource management
projects, especially dam construction
and large water transfer projects, mainly
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pose threats to cultural heritage. During
the implementation of these projects, in-
evitably, many ancient places and build-
ings are destroyed. This is not only a great
loss, but also an incalculable loss to the
present and future generations.

Conclusion

Social responsibility is based on a cul-
ture of sustainability existence of which
guarantees the protection of the national
wealth and the environment of any so-
ciety. In developmental projects related
to water resource management, such as
the construction of dams, irrigation net-
works, and water channels, ancient sites,
and historical places are seriously threat-
ened due to the volume of construction
activities and massive excavations. In
such a situation, only the social respon-
sibility of the operating companies can
prevent the destruction and damage to

cultural works. The cultural heritage of
any society is an invaluable spiritual and
material wealth and plays a vital role in
maintaining cultural identity, strength-
ening nationalism, creating a bond be-
tween generations, and giving meaning
to social life. Therefore, it is necessary
to carry out construction activities with
more consideration in order to protect
these valuable monuments. In addition,
since the existence of these works has the
potential to generate income, it is not rea-
sonable to carelessly destroy this nation-
al wealth to meet some current needs,
because it deprives future generations
of their benefits. Therefore, in line with
this goal, development companies must
focus on effective social responsibility,
tasks and programs based on the culture
of sustainability and sustainable devel-
opment, so that development threats are
minimized.
