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Abstract

Examining administrative writings through a phenomenological lens, considering a thematic
framework, authorial stance, and intended audience, provides a primary or supplementary
resource for comprehending historical periods, key figures, significant events, and the evo-
lutionary trajectory of academic and research institutions. Over time, as these documents
become artifacts, they offer invaluable insights into case studies, analysis, and assessments,
enriching our understanding of various themes and subjects and broadening the scope of out-
comes. Additionally, analyzing administrative correspondences reveals a diversity of writing
styles, genres, and themes, discernible through the frequency of names, variation in content,
complexity of relationships, and identification of intertextual connections. Consequently, this
approach yields novel findings and examples which could not be documented by any reason
previously. Furthermore, the inclusion of visual documents alongside textual records enhanc-
es the depth and complexity of contemporary discourse, facilitating nuanced discussions and
refined interpretations. This study employs a phenomenological approach to explore the pro-
fessional journey of Seyyed Mohammad Taghi Mostafavi (1905-1981), a pioneering figure of
Iranian archaeology and its management. By interpreting administrative documents and ex-
isting written sources, it adopts a "lived experience" perspective, offering insights distinct from
previous narratives and laying the groundwork for future research endeavors.
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Introduction

Written documents are a diverse collec-
tion of correspondences that, based on
their text and content, provide information
about actions and actors, events and conse-
quences, and, in general, perspectives from
the courses of “management and expertise’,
“targeting and policy-making”, “approach
and strategy” and “organization and execu-
tive”. Within the scope of this discourse, no-
table instances of pivotal and unprecedent-
ed administrative documentation within
the annals of Iranian archaeology are delin-
eated, with particular emphasis on pivotal
facets of the career trajectory of Seyyed Mo-
hammad Taghi Mostafavi Kashani.

A concise examination of the manage-
ment eras and organizational shifts within
Iranian archaeology reveals the profound
influence of political regimes, governance
epochs, systemic frameworks, ideological
paradigms, adaptation strategies, formal
mechanisms, and customary practices on
the evolution, reform, revision, innovation,
and overall the structural framework and
content system of Iranian archaeology.

What distinguishes Mostafavi from his
colleagues, managers, and archaeologists
of his time is not merely his leadership role,
rather his significant and enduring impact
stemming from his archaeological discov-
eries, as reflected in his administrative and
managerial correspondences, as well as
his innovative publications. Consequently,
there is a pressing need for novel approach-
es to administrative documents within Ira-
nian archaeology. The reasons for this im-
perative can be outlined as follows:

1. The process of transformation and
even the occurrence of a communication
gap between managerial generations;

2. Continuous or discrete systemic
changes in administrative and organiza-

tional structures;

3. Forgetting scientific traditions and
previous research models;

4. Authenticity and formality of admin-
istrative documents and their historical va-
lidity in case studies, comparative studies,
and evolutionary revisions of institutions
and cultural structures.

Hence, adopting a phenomenologi-
cal approach to examine the creation and
substance of “administrative documents”
through the lens of “lived experience”
proves to be a potent strategy for compre-
hending Iran's management epochs. This
approach also serves as a contributing fac-
tor to ensuring continuity and fostering
qualitative development in contemporary
times.

This research tries to respond to the fol-
lowing questions:

1. What signs, contexts, and implica-
tions do the administrative documents of
Iran's cultural heritage have for historiogra-
phy and biography of Iranian archaeology?

2. Can Iran's Archaeological Adminis-
trative Documents be based on new data
processing, explaining new information, or
developing knowledge?

3. What are the innovations of Iranian
archaeological documents?

4. What new information do the select-
ed samples of Iranian archaeology adminis-
trative documents in this article show?

Methodology

Research into administrative correspon-
dences often reveals nuanced attitudes and
methodologies, such as descriptive reading,
explanatory elucidation, and deductive in-
terpretation, driven by factors like histori-
cal context, authorial clarity, and audience
comprehension. To effectively conduct
such research, initial steps include topic
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selection and subsequent stages involving
content focus, information identification,
relationship delineation, event reconstruc-
tion, developmental timeline compilation,
and reference to ancillary documents. A
phenomenological analysis of documents,
source comparison, data synthesis, and
inferential conclusions form the analyti-
cal-explanatory framework of such inqui-
ries. Employing phenomenology, specifi-
cally through the lenses of work scrutiny,
structural examination, and content anal-
ysis, facilitates the understanding of lived
experiences. The objective is to present a
detailed portrayal of influential decisions,
practices, and theoretical and practical in-
sights shaping the foundational principles
of Iranian archaeology, exemplified by the
provided case. Furthermore, through a
comparative analysis, readers can discern
causes, deficiencies, periodic regressions,
as well as motivations, traces, and sporadic
advancements, fostering a comprehensive
understanding of the subject matter.

Discussions

Analyzing  administrative ~ documents
through intertextual and meta-textual lens-
es delves into the intricacies of individual
and societal experiences, tracing the evo-
lution of cultural and historical phenome-
na, and establishing connections between
events and their broader context. The in-
herent credibility derived from the formal
nature of correspondence underscores the
significance of these documents and jus-
tifies their utilization in the historical re-
search. Endowed with legal validity by the
institutions generating them, administra-
tive documents offer insights into the mo-
tives and causal relationships between au-
thors and recipients, thus providing a solid

foundation for describing, elucidating, and
interpreting events based on their content
and scope.

This article explores the potential for
scholarly utilization and citation of seem-
ingly mundane administrative texts, such
as letters, reports, notices, and acknowledg-
ments, to innovate in topic design and data
analysis. These documents, often officially
and legally recognized, serve as valuable re-
sources for understanding the background,
progression, and impacts of events and de-
velopments, actions and methodologies,
and the involvement of relevant stake-
holders. Incorporating these documents
into analyses and interpretations not only
contextualizes the subject matter and
broadens research themes but also ensures
research originality. Furthermore, their in-
clusion enhances the scope and depth of
investigations and strengthens conceptual
frameworks through comparative studies
and interactions between theory and em-
pirical evidence.

From this perspective, administrative
records of prominent figures in Iranian
archaeology and their professional accom-
plishments can be compiled from archival
collections, complementing sporadically
published works and oral histories. These
documents, whether preceding or concur-
rent with investigations, shed light on real-
ities that may remain unseen, unheard, or
overlooked, offering valuable insights into
historical events and individuals' contribu-
tions to the field.

This article presents a series of docu-
ments highlighting significant milestones
in the professional life of Mostafavi, a key
figure in Iranian archaeology. The first doc-
ument recounts Mostafavi's role as an in-
spector in the restoration project of Takht-e
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Jamshid (Persepolis) under Ernst Herzfeld's
supervision from 1932 to 1934, leading to the
discovery of Achaemenid gold and silver
tablets—an accomplishment attributed to
the foresight of Ali Asghar Hekmat, then
Iran’s Minister of Education. The second
document records Hikmat's directive for
Mostafavi to resume his duties after com-
pleting military service, signifying Mosta-
favi's esteem within the nation's cultural
hierarchy. Subsequent documents include
the announcement of Mostafavi's receipt
of a scientific medal in recognition of his
contributions in 1933 and his place in the
Supreme Council of Culture. The fifth and
sixth documents indicate the existence
of dual management in Iranian archae-
ology based on the change of Mostafavi's
job position from “Head of the General
Department of Archaeology” to “Director
of Archaeological Affairs and Museums
of Counties” in the Ministry of Culture in
1956. Lastly, the seventh document is about
awarding Mostafavi a doctorate in archae-
ology in 1976 (four years before his death).
These documents not only offer valuable
insights into Mostafavi's professional tra-
jectory but also provide untold informa-
tion about the structure and evolution of
archaeological administrative institutions
in Iran. Moreover, they present potentially
novel or supplementary data for the past
and future research endeavors.

Conclusion
The administrative records, within Iranian ar-
chaeology, transcend conventional letters or
correspondences, serving as pivotal resources
that shape research agendas and inspire novel
historiographical approaches. Several factors
play significant roles in this regard:

Attitudes towards Documents: Re-
searchers' perceptions and approaches to-

ward these administrative records greatly
influence the trajectory of their research
endeavors, impacting the depth and
breadth of historical analysis undertaken.

Selection of Topics: The diverse compo-
nents contained within these documents
provide a rich array of topics for explora-
tion, guiding scholars toward areas of in-
quiry that contribute to the advancement
of scholarship in that field.

Methods of Content Evaluation and
Classification: Methodologies employed for
evaluating and organizing content infor-
mation within administrative documents
dictate the rigor and coherence of research
outcomes, facilitating systematic examina-
tion and categorization.

Comparative and Intertextual Analy-
sis: Comparative and intertextual analysis
techniques allow for the contextualization
and interpretation of data across multiple
documents, enabling scholars to discern
patterns, connections, and thematic devel-
opments, thereby enriching historical un-
derstanding.

The corpus of documents pertaining
to Seyyed Mohammad Taghi Mostafavi of-
fers compelling insights into his esteemed
personality, characterized by wisdom and
foresight. These attributes are deeply root-
ed in his innate abilities, legal education,
proficiency in French language, and prior
administrative and teaching experiences,
underscoring Mostafavi's professional and
scholarly acumen.

Collectively, these factors underscore
the multifaceted significance of adminis-
trative documents within Iranian archae-
ology, serving as catalysts for innovative
historiographical inquiries and contribut-
ing to nuanced interpretations of historical
narratives.
