V. Introduction

The Islamic Revolution had a profound impact on all aspects of
Iranian society, including political, social, economic, religious, and
more. It transformed and revolutionized them. Persian literature,
especially poetry, was also subjected to the influence of the revolution
in a way that led to the emergence of a new literary genre called
‘Islamic Revolutionary Literature. One of the notable transformations
in the literature of the revolution, compared to the literature before it,
is the growth and dynamic expansion of revolutionary poetry, which is
subject to examination in terms of both structure (form) and the
content of the poetry.

Given that revolutionary poetry is purposeful and oriented towards
transcendence, it inherently possesses a progressive, dynamic, and
active form and structure. This article aims to categorize and analyze
the various aspects of semantic and structural dynamism in the poetry
of the revolution (Y) works by YV poets). The authors of this research
intend to investigate the impact of the Islamic Revolution on the
dynamism of meaning and form (structure) in the poetry of this era.
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They seek to determine whether the Islamic Revolution, similar to
other socio-political transformations, has fundamentally influenced
Persian literature (especially poetry). Has the Islamic Revolution had a
significant and fundamental impact on the dynamism of meaning and
form in poetry and literature? On which strategies is the dynamism of
poetry more prominently based before and after the revolution?

Y. Methodology

The present research is of a library-based nature and follows an
analytical-descriptive approach. The authors, by examining YY poetry
collections from YV contemporary poets who have contributed to the
field of Islamic Revolutionary Literature, have elaborated on the
details as outlined in the following table:

The approach of the authors in this research has been to examine
the manifestations of dynamism in the poetry of the mentioned poets
from the post-revolution era. After extracting data and considering the
diversity of themes, they focused on selecting dynamic elements in
these poems. They categorized these elements into two main sections:
dynamism in structure (linguistic structure, musical structure, and
rhetorical structure) and dynamism in content (collection titles,
spiritual innovation - contradiction and paradox) for analysis and
scrutiny.
¥. Discussion

¥-\. Dynamism in Meaning

To elucidate the semantic dynamism of revolutionary poetry, the
following perspectives are examined in this section:

¥-V-Y. Dynamism and Stability in the Titles of Poetry Collections
Before and After the Revolution

By examining the poetic titles of prominent poets collections before
and after the revolution, we observe the impact of the pre-
revolutionary atmosphere of distress, stagnation, and turbulence in
society on the poets' spirit, perspective, and ultimately in the selection
of poetic titles, ambiance, and imagery. Furthermore, the
revolutionary fervor is vividly evident in the naming and selection of
titles for poetry collections by prominent poets after the revolution.
The selected poetic titles are rich in dynamism, spirituality, ascension,
visualization, sacrifice, and hope.

¥-1-Y. Dynamism Resulting from Embracing the Values and
Ideals of the Revolution

The poets of the revolution, by joining the uprising of the people and
defending the ideals of the revolution, infused movement and
dynamism into their poetry by employing words, interpretations, and
epic concepts. Values such as a return to religious teachings, jihad,
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resistance against oppression, defense of the rights of the oppressed,
sacrifice and martyrdom, opposition to outsiders, independence, self-
confidence, holy defense, and preservation of the territorial integrity
of Iran are essential for the realization of each of these ideals,
requiring the mobilization and efforts, resilience, and stability of the
entire society.

¥-V-¥Yd Dynamism Resulting from Artistic Strategy of
Contradiction and Paradox

Another element that embodies movement and life in images is a
contradiction inherent in their nature. Paradox or contradiction is a
departure from linguistic norms and deviation from mental softness,
leading to artistic creativity and defamiliarization, as it completely
disrupts established rules and conventions. This disruption of habits
and mental conflicts creates a debate between words, ultimately
resulting in the dynamism of images before the eyes of the audience.
¥-V-¢, Dynamism Resulting from the Artistic Strategy of
Defamiliarization in Meaning

Many issues of aesthetics have become ordinary for us today due to
their frequent use, thus losing their impact. However, through
defamiliarization, one can use them again. This artistic technique,
which is essentially breaking habits in the form of norm-breaking and
highlighting in meaning, style, or vocabulary, is evident in the poetry
of revolutionary poets. To escape from tiresome habits, break free
from the trap of repetition, and create dynamism and movement in
imagery, language, and the meaning of poetry, the poets of the Islamic
Revolution have engaged in defamiliarization, especially in syntax,
semantics, and vocabulary.

Y-¥. Dynamism in the Structure of Revolutionary Poetry
Considering the limitations arising from the breadth of the subject and
the significant importance of verbs in creating the dynamism of
poetry, the authors of this research have focused solely on the role of
verbs:

¥-Y-). Dynamism in Verbs:

Dynamic verbs are actions that are in the process of happening. Most
of these verbs are continuous actions, meaning they are currently
occurring rather than being completed in the past. Dynamic verbs
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contrast with static and fixed verbs (is, was, became, etc.) and
negative verbs.

¥-Y-Y. Dynamism in Rhetorical Structure

¥-Y-Y-\BHile

The dynamism in a simile depends on the level of detail it possesses.
The closer a simile is to being detailed, the more authentic and
dynamic it becomes. The closer it gets to a metaphor (confirmed and
eloguent simile), the less dynamic and mobile it becomes. '‘Metaphor
is essentially an image derived from a simile, and the difference
between them is the degree of separation and closeness to nature,
which generally makes similes more dynamic and mobile than
metaphors.

¥-Y-Y-Y. Personification

Breathing life into lifeless objects in nature is one of the most artistic
factors in the dynamism and movement of poetic images. 'One of the
most beautiful forms of imagination in poetry is personification,
where the poet invests life into lifeless objects and elements of nature,
infusing them with movement and action through the power of his
imagination. As a result, when we look at nature and objects through
his eyes, everything appears alive and vibrant.

¥-Y-Y-¥. Symbolism

¥-Y-¥-). Symbolismlin Colors: Amongathecprominent factors:*in
highlighting images in Persian poetry is the use of colors. 'Colors
represent another form of movement, transformation, and diversity of
images' (Shafii Kadkani, Y++¢: YY), Colors are not only the most
expressive and articulate language in the world; they are also the best
tools for understanding the psyche and inner world of humans. Since
poetry reflects the conscious and subconscious world of the poet and
reflects the depth of his emotions and feelings, color can be the best
element in this identification. In contemporary Persian literature,
colors have played the most significant role in symbolism. For
example, the color black in the poetry of most Persian-language poets
portrays static mournful images, turbulence, darkness, separation from
a loved one, and occasionally the description of the beauty of the
beloved's hair. Similarly, the color red, as a symbol of life, movement,
vitality, or incitement to revolt against tyranny, has had a noticeable
frequency in creating dynamic images in Persian poetry. Persian-
language poets have effectively utilized its potential in their poetic
images. This functionality has been successfully accomplished in
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revolutionary poetry, and the vibrant colors of red, green, blue, and
the like are abundantly seen in the formation of imagery.

¥-Y-Y-¥-Y. Natural Symbols: One?of the dynamic techniques of
imagery is the use of dynamic elements of nature in poetry. The
presence of these moving elements (sun, clouds, river, bird, tree, wind,
etc.) makes poetic images and metaphors appear vivid and dynamic.
¥-Y-Y-£¥ Myth and Epic

The manifestation of myth and epic and the symbolic and
metaphorical interpretation of them are another factor of dynamism in
the discourse of revolutionary poets, created through similitude,
guiding the audience's mind beyond the boundaries extending beyond
history and eras.

¢, Conclusion

The Islamic Revolution of Iran, while influencing social, political,
cultural aspects, also left its mark on literature. This impact can be
examined in two aspects: content and structure. The structure of
revolutionary poetry exhibits a certain dynamism and movement
compared to poetry before it, which can be attributed to the dynamic
nature of the revolution. Committed revolutionary poets, alongside
paying attention to content, employed specific techniques to make the
structure of their poetry aligned with the dynamic and evolving nature
of the Islamic Revolution. Among these techniques are dynamism in
meaning and content, dynamism in imagery, dynamism in music and
rhythm, and dynamism in verbs.

The dynamism in imagery takes the form of simile, personification,
the function of colors, and the utilization of elements of nature;
dynamism in music and rhythm is achieved through rhyme and meter,
phonetic arrangements, and achieved consonance; dynamism in the
semantic realm of poetry is expressed through the titles of
revolutionary poetry collections, addressing the values and ideals of
the revolution, elements of contradiction and paradox, and
estrangement.

Overall, the most prominent manifestations of dynamism specific to
revolutionary poetry are found in the realm of meaning and content,
followed by dynamism in verbs and poetic imagery, while dynamism
in music and rhythm ranks next in effectiveness for poetry of this
period.
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
