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Introduction

Today, due to the increasing acceleration in the development of communication
technologies and its impact on all aspects of life and the formation of new conditions in
the political and social scene around the world, political marketing has taken on new
dimensions and has become much more complicated than before. Due to the extent of
these changes, it is necessary to use new generations of political marketing.

Before marketing entered the political arena, politicians used the concept of party to shape
citizens' participation in elections, which due to the crisis of participation, the concept of
marketing was proposed as a new way to overcome this problem.

In fact, the decrease in citizens' participation in elections in most countries led to thinkers
proposing different solutions to solve this problem and asking for help from different
sciences and knowledge. One of the relatively effective ways for this issue was the use of
marketing, and for this purpose, some marketing scientists took advantage of marketing
techniques and concepts in the field of politics and elections. At first, the same marketing
concepts and components entered the politics market without caste. Investigations show
that due to the fundamental differences between commercial marketing and political
marketing, this type of marketing entry into the political scene has not had significant and
sustainable success and has been effective in a temporary manner. One of the main
differences between commercial marketing and political marketing is that political
marketing is a type of human-to-human marketing and the use of common marketing
tools and methods in the early generations of marketing was not responsible for this issue
and even in commercial marketing. Marketing strategists have gone through the early
generations of marketing and have emphasized the need to use new generations of
marketing. It is presented to the concepts of political science and other sciences in
political marketing models. According to the researcher of this research, political
marketing is a combination of two different fields of knowledge (marketing and politics)
and therefore, in presenting the model, the concepts and components of both fields should
be used, which is considered in the presented model.

Considering that each of the models that have been presented so far (by foreign and
domestic researchers) have dealt with the issue from a specific perspective and angle, and
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in fact only a part of the influencing factors have been considered in each one, so In them,
there is no comprehensiveness and they have not considered all the effective factors in
political marketing in the matter of elections. In addition, in the models presented by
foreign researchers, the model presentation is based on the environmental conditions of
the country under study and in accordance with the prevailing culture in that environment.
has been done Considering the existence of many problems in the existing models, such
as: being non-native, designing based on the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd generations of marketing
and not using the 4th and 5th generations of marketing, as well as being based solely on
marketing concepts and not using the concepts of political science, society Based on
previous models, the need to present a new model was felt. . Therefore, in this research, in
order to solve the existing problems, the application and attention to the 4th and 5th
generations of marketing has been considered, and social, relational and collaborative
marketing has been emphasized. Also, the model is presented based on a combination of
marketing and political science concepts. is For this purpose, the foundation's data
research method was used, so the main question in this research is what will be the
political marketing model in Iran's Islamic Council elections with the foundation's data
approach? What are the influencing factors (causal, contextual, intervening)? And what is
the strategy in political marketing for the elections of the Islamic Council? And what
could be its consequences?

Purpose

The purpose of this research is to provide a model and explanation of political marketing
methods to achieve success in the elections of the Islamic Council in Iran, and among the
main goals of this research is to provide a model for parties and candidates who have
good expertise and power to solve society's problems. But due to the lack of familiarity
with marketing methods, they are denied from being placed in a service position, and as a
result of this lack of success, the society is denied from receiving their services and
capabilities.

Methodology

This research is considered to be an exploratory research in terms of its fundamental
purpose and in terms of methodology, and qualitative in terms of the type of research. In
this research, the foundation method of Strauss and Corbin (1998) has been used and it
has progressed to the satisfaction of the interviewees A total of 26 in-depth semi-
structured interviews were conducted. 2027 open codes and 21 categories were identified
from the text of the interviews.

As it was said, the reason for using the data base approach in this research is the lack of a
comprehensive model in the field of elections; from the perspective of foundation
theorists, they have tried to create a correct understanding of the process related to
foundation issues. The process of studying the foundation's approach is a sequence of
actions and interactions between people and events related to a topic; this approach is
completely consistent with the general approach of his research, which is based on the
governing process of political marketing and elections. In order to better understand the
topic, first of all, articles, theses and scientific documents were studied and a preliminary
model was extracted; then, the extracted model was sent to the experts in the form of an
in-depth interview protocol, explaining the implementation processes of marketing in the
country's elections. With emphasis on the "political marketing" component, in-depth
interviews were conducted and finally a conceptual model was presented.

Sampling method: In this research, the purposeful snowball sampling method was used
and continued until the level of theoretical satisfaction. Purposive sampling, in contrast to
probability-quantitative sampling, is based on the purposeful and criteria-based selection
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of cases or units under study. Determining the number of samples in qualitative research
is done with the criterion of theoretical satisfaction.

Data collection method: The data collection method was an in-depth interview; therefore,
with the aim of collecting high-quality and reliable data, a total of 26 people were
interviewed, including experts, specialists, university experts, party managers and
activists in the field of elections. The interviews were conducted simultaneously with
university experts and those involved in election activities, and after 23 interviews, no
new questions were added to the topic; however, to increase the reliability of the
interviews, 26 interviews were continued. No corrections were made in the text of the
interviews and an effort was made to record all the mentioned points without personal
opinions of the researcher.

Results and Conclusion

The analysis of the research data in line with the model of "political rationality through
the objective realities of the land" for the Islamic Council elections in Iran contains the
following consequences:

1. Increasing the understanding of political marketers about the way of understanding and
perception of voters.

2. Preventing the waste of capital, resources and strength of political marketers.

3. Creating grounds for connecting public culture with the political behavior of the
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candidates for the Islamic Council elections and increasing the negotiation and bargaining
power of the candidates in advertising situations.

The findings of this research in relation to the “"causal conditions governing political
marketing in the elections of the Islamic Council of Iran™ showed that, in general, factors
such as "forces and resources, creating and maintaining understanding, symbol processing
and criticality” affect the model. Political marketing is effective in Iran's Islamic Council
elections.

The findings of the research in relation to the background conditions of political
marketing in elections are: the concept of citizenship experience, the quality of thought
infrastructure, the level of public attention, how it is defined in the discourse and the level
of defined importance.

The findings of the research related to the interfering conditions of political marketing in
the Islamic Council elections were extracted in the form of categories such as intelligent
planning, realism with political rationality, politics in political action and the relationship
between experience and political understanding.

Another part of the findings of this research is related to the strategies governing political
marketing, which were generally extracted in the form of themes such as differentiation
and anti-differentiation, knowledge sharing and soft norm definition.

The research findings related to the consequences of political marketing in Iran's Islamic
Council elections were extracted in the form of categories such as civic awareness,
citizenship rights, political and human development, pluralism in power and strengthening
democracy.
