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Abstract

In first part of this article, we ask after historical and philosophical
underground of metaphor. This underground is accentuated when we set the
stage for a contrast. This contrast come to the fore as we notice the
concordance between philosophy and metaphor-construction in Aristoteles
and the discordance between Critical philosophy and Surrealism. Radical
metaphor tries to resolve this discordance. Cassirer put metaphysics,
metaphoric and metabasis together. Metaphors that are made through
committing metabasis are very conditions of theoretical-conceptual thinking
and make this possible. Metabasis that’s come from one of the Aristotle's
prohibitions, means jumping from one genus to another one. So, we run
through this thesis with the help of our Ariadne's thread, say, Leibniz's
principle: Natura non facit saltus. Classical Aristotelian metaphors are of
analogical nature and meet with the Leibnizian principle. But surrealism
brings about metaphors that transgress this Leibniz's principle. Cassirer
resolve the problem with relocating Kopernikanische Drehung in his
philosophy of culture. Language creates radical metaphors. Jumping from
part to whole is the very basement that makes possible grasping the world in
an integral, aesthetical view, no matter this view may distorts the reality
because this view is of innate standard. We distinguish between to meaning
of Radical metaphor and proceed: Radical metaphor as fundamental
metaphor and Radical metaphor as radically different metaphor.
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What is the fundamental role that metaphor plays in philosophy? "Fundamental” adjective here
describes the role, that cannot be reduced to some important aspects mentioned in epistemological or
cognitive science. So, this question comes to the fore: how can we proceed to answer? Shall we let the
horizon display itself? If we do so, then horizon of construction draws our attention and a
discontinuity reveals itself.

Avristotle, first systematic founder of metaphorology, put theory of metaphor in tradition of analogy.
Analogy, a Pythagorean and mathematical concept, seeks middle points in a series: 8-6=6-4. So, we
can construct a series with the help of analogy. So were the metaphors that made according to analogy.
These metaphors are made up when we set a proportionality: relationships that is always in the same
ratio. Then in ancient philosophy there emerges an ur-compatibility between philosophical worldview
and theory of metaphors and the way through which we make up metaphors. All that is the case, act
according to Leibniz's principle: Natura non facit saltus and this principle must be included
whenever we create a metaphor. This ur-compatibility collapses and metaphor breaks away from tight
hold of analogy. What is called Surrealism is Casus belli.

Surrealism brings about metaphors that transgress this Leibnizian principle. According to
conservative rhetoricians like Richards, Surrealism puts any of two things together, no matter what!
this definition is very helpful. Even this definition is Ariadne's String. Surrealism with its bizarre
metaphors does not meet Leibniz's principle. Here we reach to the point that a discordance reveals
itself. If we take a look at Kant, this discordance comes before our eyes with clarity. Kant makes
Ubergang/crossing a philosophical terminus in his schematism. We can cross the line between Reality
to Nothingness only gradually. Kant places this kind of continuity-based Ubergang at the core of the
discipline of pure reason: no matter how long we continue to stretch the chain of conditional sequence,
we cannot jump to the unconditional: this is petafooig gig GAlo yévog. Here Kant links himself to
Aristotle. petdfacic was prohibited in Aristotle's logic and physics. This prohibition continue itself
incessantly up to the modern philosophy. This is a crucial point and we are lucky Kant gives us the
toehold: Surrealism emerges and throws away analogical metaphor, but philosophy still holds on and
sticks to the traditional patterns of construction. This discordance must be resolved.

Radical metaphor is a new coining that claims to reconciliate Kant's Copernican revolution with
Surrealism and so try to ground the basis for new concordance. Radical metaphor, metaphorically, is the
basement upon which we erect the structure of knowledge itself but, this time, with a single push that
may be contradictory to the construction-patterns that dominate philosophical terminology.  Radical
metaphor is a key term in Cassirer's philosophy that brings the fundamental place of metaphor in
philosophy to the light. distinguishing between two meanings of metaphor we run through this thesis.

First meaning is that radical metaphor is fundamental metaphor that translate the invaluable,
beautiful Being to the profane, banal Being that surrounds us. this is a fundamental, colossal
translation that precedes our theoretical thinking. "To realize" this translation, is "to committing
metabasis”, say, proceeding saltatory. we say tree, at same time as if we say God. this is the same
paleonomy: metaphor. Here, committing metabasis acts like Occam's razor. Metabasis is a jump from
unknowing realm to knowing one, but that does not mean creation another world, but metabasis take
the same everyday world surrounds us, as demonic, godlike world. According to Cassirer:

Indeed, even the most primitive verbal utterance requires a transmutation of a certain cognitive
or emotive experience into sound, i.e., into a medium that is foreign to the experience, and even
quite disparate; just as the simplest mythical form can arise only by virtue of a transformation
(Umsetzung) which removes a certain impression from the realm of the ordinary, the everyday
and profane, and lifts it to the level of the "holy," the sphere of mythico-religious “significance.”
This involves not merely a transference, but a real puetdpaocig €ig dAlo yevog; in fact, it is not
only a transition to another cate- gory, but actually the creation of the category itself
(Cassirer,1964: 87-88)".

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We can call Umsetzung, transference of ontological significance of a thing. The parallelism that
Cassirer set between his doctrine and Usener's doctrine is enlightening. Every confrontation that come
upon Anthropos, can be an experience of God. When time as fate, rushes upon us, and we surrender
ourselves to a phenomenon that horrifies, we bring about a voice, WoW, and name All. Jumping from
a single ghostly appearance to personal god and to All is possible, because metabasis is allowed at the
beginning. This is a very condition that make knowledge possible. But Theoretical concepts cannot
cure this crisis of naming.

Second meaning of radical metaphor says that this kind of metaphor is radically different from
conceptual- theoretical thinking. In the latter we seek only the sameness of rules. Classical physics
says that rules of physics are of Invariant character. Meaningless are those saying like right or left
according to conceptual thinking. In contrary, concepts like right or left are crucial for metaphorical
thinking. This radical difference can be summarized in terms of principle of pars pro toto. conceptual-
theoretical thinking, takes pars and toto totally different, none of them can be predicate for the other.
But metaphorical thinking Thak them as same concept, So here we can say part is all.

All that we said are possible because language can bring everything together. Before that
categorical thinking assumes a distinctive status, language in his freedom, creates categories
themselves. A single word can bring to our mind many things in far-fetched way. This a language that
takes root from culture. Culture is possible, because the metababsis is possible. Language with a single
step, can throw light upon world and makes All visible.

In the end, we must recall Aristotle again. Aristotle tried to remove every metaphorical element
from metaphysics. This is what Werner Jaeger in his monumental work called critical aspects of
Avristotle metaphysics that are based upon kind of katharsis. Now, with the help of metabasis, we can
see the world godlike, and immerse ourselves in beatitude. It is very clear that here we call up kind of
ecstatic platonic life that is united with exact knowledge of ideas. Kopernikanische drehung here
support the metaphor making that takes place in culture, language and myth. Metabasis is allowed
because we don’t have to pass our metaphor and language-mythical categories to the norms of
concepts. We commit metabasis, create a world with single push. "To create a world" means
aesthetical grasping of All and this comes very after committing metabasis: Taking Ecstatic life like
primitive cultural life into account, leave critical Aristotle behind and back to Plato, take beatitude
fundamental product of radical metaphor.
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
