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Abstract

Functional linguistics is a trend that not only pays attention but also to
function and context. Halliday's functional systematic grammar (1994) also
looks at the meaning and concept as function and makes analyzing possible
through grammar. In this regard, ideational meta-function deals with the
intellectual world, interpersonal meta-function focuses on attitude and
interaction, and textual meta-function examines semantic relationships. The
purpose of this research is to describe and analyze the worldview, attitude
and way of connecting concepts and matters in Hassan Rouhani's speech
through the above roles. The statistical population and sample size of the
entire speech in 2012 is 195 sentences, the unit of analysis is sentence as
well. The research method is mixed (qualitative-quantitative) and its
approach is descriptive-analytical. The findings of the research show that in
the ideational, the material, relational and existential processes has a higher
frequency, which indicates the superiority of the world of physical and
abstract relations to the world of self-conscious one. In the interpersonal
function, one third of the time and mood belongs to the present tense and
declarative mood, which indicates present-view and declarative
expressiveness. In the textual meta- function, the dot has more frequency as
a connecting device that indicates the end of ideas in the speech.
Additional and explanatory connective and semicolon is also a sign of
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continuation of previous concepts and their explanation. Emphasis,
persuasion, and request are evident in the cohesive ties, but there is no
command, prohibition, or reccommendation, so there is no power in the voice
of the speech, and it is mostly in the form of request without conditions or
wishes.

1. Introduction

Functional linguistics is a trend that not only pays attention but also to
function and context.

The purpose of this research is to analyze Hassan Rouhani's speech from the
point of view of them.

The statistical population and sample size of the entire speech in 2012 is 195
sentences; the unit of analysis is a sentence as well. The research method is
mixed (qualitative-quantitative), and its approach is descriptive-analytical.
The research shows that there is a higher frequency in the ideational,
material, relational, and existential processes. This means that the physical
and abstract relationships are stronger than the self-conscious ones. In the
interpersonal function, one third of the time and mood belongs to the present
tense and declarative mood, which indicates present-view and declarative
expressiveness.

In the textual meta-function, the dot is more frequently used as a connecting
device, signaling the conclusion of ideas within the speech. An additional,
explanatory connective and semicolon are also signs of the continuation of
previous concepts and their explanation. These cohesive ties emphasize,
persuade, and request, but there is no command, prohibition, or
recommendation, so the speech has no power and is mostly a request without
conditions or wishes.

2. Materials and methods

The present applied study enjoys a qualitative method relying on descriptive
and analytical data collection and analysis. The corpus of the research is the
full text of Rouhani's speech at the United Nations in 1992, which included
195 sentences. The present study used "sentence" as the unit of analysis.
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In Excel, the type of ideational function, tense and aspect, and the type of
conjunction arrangement or grammatical relation were written down for
each sentence. Then, the frequencies and percentages were found. In the next
step, the inferences obtained from the data analysis were reported and
discussed.

3. Results and discussion

Ideational function:

-The relational process, with the highest frequency, shows that there are
many relationships between phenomena, concepts, and topics in speech.

-The material process, with the second frequency, refers to actions and
events.

-The existential process, with its third frequency, also indicates the existence
of a relationship between phenomena, or "existence and non-existence".

-The exressive process, with the fourth frequency, indicates the expression
of thoughts and ideas by the speaker.

-Mental process, with the fifth frequency, shows mental processes such as
thinking, looking, imagining, etc....

-The behavioral process, with the lowest frequency, indicates a combination
of mental-action processes, such as "tolerating."
Interpersonal function

- On the timeline calculations, 87% is allocated to the present, 11% to the
past, and 2% to the future.

-This speech pays the most attention to the issues of the present; in other
words, Rouhani is a contemporary.

- Rouhani pays much less attention to the past and only looks back on certain
issues.

- There is very little attention to the future; in other words, the future has not
affected the speaker much.

- The simple present is significantly different from all tenses, which
indicates that the aspect or continuity is weak.
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- The variety of past tenses is limited only to the simple and narrative types;
that is, the events that happened in the past and continue until now, or there
are traces of them.

- Aspect and time are important elements of interpersonal functions that
express how to interact with society and how to socialize.

- The declarative mood has the highest frequency, which expresses
tendencies, attitudes, and events, which are mostly expressed with simple
present tense and declarative mood.

- Also, the request mood has the second frequency, the emphatic mood has
the third frequency, and the persuasive mood has the fourth frequency,
which shows that request, emphasis, and persuasion are more important.

- The frequency of commands, prohibitions, and recommendations is also
zero, which indicates the absence of command in the imperative voice.

- Some matters are also stated in an impersonal and general manner.

There are no questions or doubts, and the audience's mind does not confront
questions and challenges.

- Dua, wish and desire are insignificant, while request and request are
significant.

Textual function
Conjuncts, or transitions, express inter-sentential relationships and a
person's way of thinking, reasoning, and mental logic.

- You can also create different types of paragraphs through transitions such
as descriptive, narrative, explanatory, etc.

- In this speech, the dot has the highest frequency of 49%, which indicates
the ending and separation between ideas.

- The second conjunction with 15% indicates adding or connecting the next
concept to the previous one.

- Explanatory conjunction with 11% also brings more proofs, reasons, and
arguments for ideas and opinions. The semicolon with 3% also signifies a
transformation, a retelling, the provision of evidence, and a connection to
the concepts in the sentences.

- The emphatic conjunction with 3% also indicates the emphasis on the idea
or position.
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- It should be noted that causal and causal relationships have not been
considered.

- Declarative sentences have the highest frequency, but emotional and
interrogative sentences have a low frequency, and their signs are 5% and
2%, respectively.

- Both ordinal and temporal or chronological conjunctions are zero, which
means there is no list, there is no precedence or backwardness, and there is
chronological order.

- There was no provision to indicate a change of topic or position; therefore,
understanding and receiving such changes can be difficult for the audience.

- Exemplary and descriptive preparation is also very low; these two can
make the concepts easier for the audience by dealing with examples and
details.

- By choosing appropriate conjunctions or transitions, the argumentation
method and speech style can be changed according to the goals.

4. Conclusion

From the point of view of the ideational function, in the mentioned speech,
the world of abstract and physical relations is more than the world of mental
relations and self-awareness. Observing the text and verbs shows that the
flood of connections between phenomena and issues, as well as events and
happenings, is prominent. The "is and is not" propositions, which
demonstrate the existential process, are also evident.

The fact that more than a third of the verbs are dedicated to the present tense,
the simple tense, is a point of reflection; it means simple relationships
without aspect and continuity. Also, the present perspective is very clear
compared to the past and the future perspective. The declarative mood also
has almost a third of the total. Emphasis, persuasion, and request are
prominent to some extent, but command, prohibition, and even
recommendation are recorded as zero. There is no wish; this indicates the
lack of authority and entering through the door of requests and desires.
Almost half of the connecting points and sentence chapters are finished with
periods, and almost one-sixth of the concepts in the text are connected to the
previous ones with additional conjunctions. Evidence, reasons, and proofs
are also attached to the materials with explanations.
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The relationship between causation and conclusion is minimal, yet a certain
level of emphasis is present. Declarative sentences, such as the declarative
aspect and tense, have a meaningful distance from interrogative and
emotional.
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
