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Abstract
Objective: The purpose of this study was to evaluate the sport of volleyball in the
community and to examine the willingness to pay for success in the Olympic Games
with a contingent valuation method.
Methodology: The research method is descriptive correlation and is in the category
of applied research. The statistical population of the study includes all people in the
western and northwestern provinces of the country in unlimited numbers. The
sampling method is cluster and stratified and the required information is collected in
the form of snowballs. Among the western and northwestern provinces of the country,
urban centers of three provinces of Kermanshah, Hamedan, Tabriz and a total of 942
people were selected as a research sample. To collect information, Vicker et al.'s
(2016) willingness to pay questionnaire, which has 15 questions and measures 12
intangible components of exercise, has been used. In order to analyze the data,
inferential statistical methods such as logistic regression and diagnostic logistic
regression have been used to predict the variables.
Results: Findings showed that 0.40% of the statistical sample of the study tended to
spend an average of 68.489 And in the middle 59/000 thousand tomans (Iranian
currency) of their share in the general budget for the success of the national volleyball
team in the Olympic Games. The variables of encouragement, satisfaction, interest,
honor, performance, happiness, fame, community, motivation, speech, justice and
name have the most and the strongest significant relationship with predicting the
willingness to pay. People with a master's or doctoral degree, lower age groups, and
middle- and upper-income groups were more likely to pay
Conclusion: With the full support of the national volleyball team, the relevant
officials can help improve the performance of the national volleyball team in
international competitions in order to bring pride to the people of the country and
increase their willingness to pay.

Introduction and State of Problem

The economic and non-economic effects of the sports industry play a significant
role in the growth and development of a country (Pitts & Zhang, 2016). Sport is
an important socio-cultural dimension of any society that is considered as a public
good and can be accessible to all people (Johnson, Mondello & Whitehead,
2007). Sport can have tangible and intangible values and have a tangible and
intangible impact on the general public. In general, economic values are divided
into two basic categories: tangible values and intangible values. Tangible values
include direct tangible value, indirect value, optional and quasi-optional.
Intangible values include existential value, philanthropic value, and heritage
value. Tangible value is the normal part of value that is associated with the
consumption of a commodity. Intangible value increases a person's desirability,
while the person has not used a product, such as feelings of pride, pride, etc.
(Walton, Longo & Dawson, 2008). Estimating the value of the intangible or
indirect benefits that the existence of sports teams, including volleyball, creates
for people in different cities of the country can be economically and socially
interesting. The purpose of the research was to evaluate the sport of volleyball
and to examine the willingness to pay for success in the 2020 Olympic Games
with a possible evaluation approach.

Methodology

The research method is descriptive correlation and is in the category of applied
research. The statistical population of the study includes all people in the western
and northwestern provinces of the country, in unlimited numbers. The sampling
method is cluster and stratified and the required information is collected by
simple random sampling. Among the western and northwestern provinces of the
country, urban centers of three provinces of Kermanshah, Hamedan, Tabriz and
a total of 942 people were selected as a research sample. The Wicker et al. (2016)
willingness to pay questionnaire was used to collect information. In order to
analyze the data, inferential statistical methods such as logistic regression and
diagnostic logistic regression have been used to predict the variables. Since the
variables are logically analyzed in two-way logistics regression, two-way and
binary modeling with logit function has been used. For the dependent variable,
the willingness to pay code 1 is considered and for the unwillingness to pay, code
0 is considered. Codes 1 and O are also considered for the independent variables
of the research.
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Results

Findings showed that 40% of the statistical sample of the research tended to spend
an average of 68,000 Tomans (Iranian currency) and an average of 59,000
Tomans of their share in the general budget for the success of the national
volleyball team in the Olympic Games. The variables of encouragement,
satisfaction, interest, honor, performance, happiness, fame, community,
motivation, speech, justice and name have the most and the strongest significant
relationship with predicting the willingness to pay. Based on demographic
components, among study groups; Master's, doctoral, associate and lower
degrees, among age groups; Ages under 25 years and 26-35 years, among income
groups; Individuals with incomes of six million Tomans and above had a greater
effect on willingness to pay and were introduced as the most effective
demographic factors on willingness to pay.

Discussion and conclusion

The success of sports teams in various fields, including the international arena,
affects the people of the community, and this success increases the consumption
of sports and watching it more. In fact, the good performance of national teams
in sporting events has a direct impact on people's satisfaction and increases their
willingness to pay, and the same is true of volleyball. Relevant officials can help
the national volleyball team to improve the national volleyball team in
international competitions with the full support of the national volleyball team
financially, technically, facilities, equipment, etc., to create pride for the world.
The people of the country and the level of people's satisfaction with the
performance of the national team to increase the field of happiness and vitality in
the community and the people’s interest in the national volleyball team to be at a
higher level and they want to encourage the national team And they are willing
to pay a lot for their success.
